While I agree with the 
point of the display, I Could not 
help but sense a little radical 
feminist slant to it and sus-
pected that some of the peo-
ple who had assembled that 
display would gladly lead 
our daughters into "ther-
apy'' and ultimately to 
the conviction that they 
had been abused by their 
parents.

This motivated me 
toward the development 
of the enclosed brochure 
which makes the points that 
violation is not limited to 
women's bodies, and that 
sometimes a counselor the 
woman trusts is actually the 
one abusing her.

I think it is a good companion piece for the FMSF brochure as its bright color, strong symbols and direct language attract attention and raise an immediate question in the mind of anyone who sees it; "Raping Women's Minds?"

professional health and mental health organizations around the world, all of which point to the dangers and the failures of "recovered memory therapy."

Four days after placing "STOP the RAPE" bro​chures in two local libraries, I returned to find all of them gone from one library and three fourths of them gone from the other. I think one of two things happened, maybe both; either the brochures were being taken singly by women who were genuinely interested, maybe in therapy or considering it, or they were being taken out in handfuls by counselors who did not want their patients to know.

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PRINTING BROCHURES ON YOUR COMPUTER
Color brochures are much more effective but they are prohibitively expensive to have them printed professionally.

Copy shops will charge from $1.00 to $2.50 per brochure to print them for you in color, the higher figure for printing on slick paper. But if you have a computer with a color printer, you can print them yourself much more cheaply. (I was able to buy slick paper at a print shop for 2¼¢ a sheet.)

To print these, you will need the computer files for the "Stop the RAPE" brochure. If you have an email address and I know what it is, you will already have the files. If you have email but have not received the files attached to an email from me, let me know by emailing me at D9it@aol.com. If you do not have email or can't download the attached files from my email, email or call me at 217-359-2190 and I will send you a floppy disk containing the files. If your computer has no floppy disk drive, but has a CD drive, I will send you a CD with the files on it.

In either case, the three files are "StopRape.BMP" which is the front page with graphics, "StopRape.WRI" which is the text-only second page, and "ReadMe.WRI" which is the instruction sheet for printing your own brochures.

However you get the files into your computer (or a relative's), find the "ReadMe.WRI" file and double click on it. That should load it into your Microsoft "Write" (or "WordPad") word processor so you can print out the instructions and you're off and running.

If you want to get these brochures in the right hands, you might ask your hairdresser's permission to leave some brochures in her shop. Other likely spots would be your doctor's and dentist's offices. You might drop a few at your bank too. Placing some in college and junior college lounges should put them in exactly the right hands. The more people who read them, the less chance that another family will be destroyed.
