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Mind games

Tana Dineen, PhD - Psychology presents itself as a concerned and caring profession working for the good of its clients. But in its wake lie damaged people, divided families, distorted justice, destroyed companies and a weakened society. Behind the benevolent façade is a voracious, self-serving industry that proffers 'facts' which are often unfounded, provides 'therapy' which can be damaging and exerts influence which is having devastat​ing effects on the social fabric.

The foundation of modern psychology has been largely abandoned in favour of power and profit. What seemed once a responsible profession is now a big busi​ness whose success is related to how many people become hooked on its appeal.

The influence of the psychology industry now extends across all aspects of life, telling us how to work, live, love and play. We are confronted everywhere by psychologists expounding their theories.

It is not news to say that society is becoming filled with people who consider themselves victims. What is news is that psychology is manufacturing most of these victims with motives based on power and profit. While people have become used to hearing about all sorts of victims - from those of sexual harassment to those of divorce and even holiday cancellation - they have not yet paid attention to the techniques which are being used to create and cater to these 'victims'. Nor have they noticed how it is the psychologists who are benefiting from this victim-making.

Having said this, not all psychologists are allowing themselves to be swept along by seductive theorising. There are those who have continued to take research seriously, acknowledging the limits of their knowledge and showing respect for people.

This is not because they have a PhD or a licence; it is because of who they are. Some are trying to save what remains of the ethical practice of psychology but a change of this magnitude cannot come from the fraternal organi​sations which have failed to protect the public and con​tinue to promote the industry. Psychology has become too influential, too bureaucratic, too political; it will never voluntarily relinquish its power. -

What Therapists Believe

Dr. Michael Yapko's poll of over one thousand therapists across the United States reveals some aston​ishing things about what they believe concerning the workings of memory and the uses of hypnosis.

59% believed that events that we know occurred but can't remember are repressed memories.

43% believed that if someone doesn't remember much about their childhood, it was most likely traumatic.

17% felt it necessary to recover detailed memories of traumatic events if a client is to improve in therapy.

9% thought that memory is not significantly influ​enced by suggestion.

24% believed that a client's certainty about a memory indicates strongly that the memory is accurate.

25% believed whatever their client said happened regardless of the age or context in which the event occurred.

41% believed that early memories, even from the first year of life, are accurately stored and retrievable.

36% thought that they must believe their clients' memories to be true in order to help them.

56% said they did not attempt to distinguish between what appeared to be true memories and false memories.

71% of therapists were unwilling to discuss their responses to the questionnaire.

In regard to hypnosis, Dr. Yapko's questionnaire revealed that:

97% of therapists believe hypnosis is a worthwhile therapy tool.

75% believe hypnosis enables people to accurately remember things they otherwise could not.

82% believe hypnosis counteracts repression, lifting repressed material into conscious awareness.

18% think that people cannot lie under hypnosis.

28% believe that hypnosis can be used to recover accurate memories of past lives.

84% believe that hypnotic age regression has positive value as a therapeutic tool.

Dr. Yapko is a clinical psychologist and a recognized expert in the clinical uses of hypnosis. His book, Sug​gestions of abuse, shows the scientific illiteracy of many psychotherapists and the harm they do.
