MEDICAL

Richard Cuonzo, Hoopeston - medical license (036-043972) and controlled substance license indefinitely suspended due to his advanced age and physical health.

James Dickerson, Lisle - temporary physician and surgeon license (I 25-042194) issued and placed on probation for two years due to an alcohol and controlled substance problem.

Cheryl Ewing, Chicago - physician and surgeon license (036-080168) reprimanded for unprofessional conduct in misdiagnosing a patient as having breast cancer and performing an unnecessary radical mastectomy.

Carlos Fior, Decatur - Controlled substance license reprimanded for failing to properly maintain a controlled substance log.

Jerome L. Handier, Lincolnwood - physician and surgeon license (036-032980) reprimanded and fined $1,000 for failing to respond to a Medical Disciplinary Board subpoena for patient records in a timely manner.

Christopher Harris, Sonoma, CA - physician and surgeon license (036-068154) reprimanded and fined $1,000 for failing to timely diagnose rectal adencarcinoma on a patient and failing to respond to a request for infornation from the Department.
