Recently our friend was a patient at Mayo Clinic.  While there she visited your center library.  Among the titles she found there was The Courage to Heal by Ellen Bass and Laura Davis.  Upon hearing that your library includes that book we are compelled to write.

Since the name "Mayo Clinic" carries with it world wide fame and prestige, we are sure that persons visiting your library will assume that volumes carried in your library are approved as authoritative in the field of medicine.  For this reason, we are very concerned that this book is carried in the clinic's library.  We are curious as to whether those responsible for approving additions to your library ever critically reviewed this book.

This book recommends making important life decisions based upon retrieving so-called "repressed memories".  These decisions result in actions with serious consequences including accusing parents and others of committing the most vile and heinous crimes based upon false memories induced by reading misinformation in this book and following the advice of the authors.
