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chromosomes which we inherited from our parents have an impact on how we think, what we say, and what we do.

We men seem to have to keep re-learning that when the wife complains about something, it does not necessarily mean she wants us to fix it.  It means she just wants to communicate about it, and that strikes most men as completely useless.

This is the problem I have felt with most meetings of FMS parents.  We seem to spend the bulk of our time telling each other about what has happened to us.

But, as a man, I want to do something about it.  I want action.  I want to club somebody, but my lawyer tells me I really shouldn’t.  So I’m frustrated.

Now the strange thing is, that the more I hear from our members, the more I realize we 
men have no monopoly on action.  Most of the people who will be speaking at our Fall Seminar are men.  But some of the women who are accomplishing things, and whom I have invited to speak, don’t want to talk about it.  Go figure.

To these reticent ladies, these quiet doers of good work, we doff our helmets and say “Well done, thou courageous, thou dedicated, thou exemplar.”
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One couple in Louisville, Kentucky, Wavid and Watha Wray, have accomplished something.  Wavid writes:

As a progress report on our situation, we have gone to court on several occasions to obtain visitation with our grandchildren.  The court subsequently ordered a psychological evaluation of everyone involved (to include the grandchildren) and requested a recommendation from the evaluator to the court.  The evaluator gave a very favorable recommendation to the court on our behalf and we are now seeing our grandchildren when they are in their father's care.  A legal victory for the FMS cause.  Our daughter remains estranged and distantly cordial.

In Kentucky, grandparents still have rights.  Too bad they don’t in Illinois.
