I believe that we can develop and share ways to locate daughters who have gone into hiding.

I believe that we can develop and implement methods to cause our accusing daughters to begin to doubt the truth of the preposterous ideas that have been raised in their minds.

I do know this; that through meetings, phone calls, mail and email, we can develop a sense of community that will help us to bear our terrible burden, to know that we are not alone, that our pain is not unique, that we can survive, and that we can make a difference.
