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Satanic Ritual Abuse

(SRA) is alive and well!  This myth of sexual torture inflicted on young women and babies by satanic cults lives in the guise of RECOVERED MEMORY THERAPY (RMT), a psychological quackery treating hallucinations as memories of real events.  Note that both involve the sacrifice of young women on the altar of a belief system built on magic.

SATANIC means extremely evil or cruel.  “Therps” (therapist perpetrators) mislead by masquerading as healers while instilling false beliefs and building a foundation to control the minds of their victims.  Why do I call her a victim?  Because she calls herself a victim.  She’s simply been mislead as to who it is who really hurt her.  They Isolate victims from their support system; family and friends who don’t share the beliefs of the therp.  Both RMT and SRA avoid the use of science to test the logic of their beliefs.  Therps ignore the worsening condition of their victims, blaming it instead on earlier maltreatment by the family.  Therps take their client’s right to privacy and use it to shield themselves from discovery and accountability.  These practices are evil and cruel.  They are thereby Satanic.

RITUAL means stereotyped behavior.  Recovered memory therps follow a predictable course in their practice.  They diagnose sexual abuse, regardless of the reason the victim came in for therapy. They use checklists of symptoms to “prove” sexual abuse; if you have headaches, you were abused, if you never have headaches, you were abused.  They interpret the victim’s dreams as positive evidence of abuse.  They use “Rage therapy” to encourage the victim to hate her parents.  They promote “The Courage to Heal” as a study guide for their victims in the sure knowledge that they will identify with the “survivors of abuse” described in that devil’s bible.  And they learn their rituals in classes called “Continuing Education,” taught by therps like themselves, thus inbreeding and perpetuating the rituals.

ABUSE means cruel or inhumane treatment.  Therps systematically destroy happy childhood memories and replace them with delusions of abuse at the hands of their parents.  They vilify family members whom the victim loved and admired as a child.  This effectively destroys the victim’s sense of who she is.  They isolate the victim by removing her from the financial, physical, and emotional support of all family members who will not believe the stories of abuse.  They bring down the victim’s exercise of free will to make her dependent on them.  They modify the mind of the victim to produce a zombie conditioned to respond with “therp talk” to anyone who questions her new beliefs.  They instill the expectation of, and belief in, a worsening condition until self-mutilation seems normal.  Some have their victims committed, drugged, restrained.  Financial devastation ends the nightmare for some victims, as therps drop those who can no longer pay.  Poverty becomes her new nightmare.

As Communists used to draw attention away from their own sins by blaming them on non-communists, hypocrite therps today ascribe her worsening condition to her parents.  Recovered memory “therapy” is today’s Ritualized Satanic Abuse.  It is evil, it is abusive, and its rituals are institutionalized among psychiatrists, psychologists, therapists licensed and unlicensed, who practice RMT. Public Citizen, a consumer advocacy group in Austin, Texas unveiled an Internet database listing physicians in 13 states disciplined for misconduct.  You can access  http://www.questionabledoctors.org  and scan the list of doctors for free, or pay a $10 fee to read detailed disciplinary reports on as many as 10 doctors.  The database covers a 10-year period in which 2,106 disciplinary actions were taken against Texas physicians. Those actions included 105 for criminal violations; 220 for substandard care, incompetence or negligence; 190 for misprescribing drugs; 290 for substance abuse; and 95 for sexual abuse or sexual misconduct with a patient.

Though the physicians listed have been disciplined by the Texas State Board of Medical Examiners and other agencies, the advocacy group found that most were not required to stop practicing medicine.  "For many of the offenses committed by Texas doctors, the disciplinary actions have been dangerously lenient," said Sidney Wolfe, director of Public Citizen's Health Research Group. "The majority of Texas doctors who committed the five most serious offenses weren't required to stop practicing, even temporarily. Therefore, it is likely that they are still practicing in Texas and that their patients are not aware of their offenses."

I think it’s time for a database listing bad therapists, don’t you?

I have read a few of Laura Davis’ articles and find them to be positive in tone, and containing ideas and ways of looking at things that make very good sense.  Maybe some good will come from her yet.
In an earlier issue of IMPACT, I told you of a very inexpensive long distance telephone service called Unitel, which has cut my long distance phone bill by about 50%.

The plan offers a long distance and extended service area rate in the Continental U.S. of 4.5 cents a minute 24 hours a day 7 days a week for outbound calls with an 18 second minimum per call (1.35¢) and 6 second billing increments.  You also get an inbound toll free number so that you or your family (or anyone else you give the number to) can call that toll free number which will then ring to your regular line.  You will be billed the same 4.5 cents a minute rate for those calls.  Note that calls to your inbound toll free number may be assessed a 29 cents surcharge if they are made from a payphone.

The plan has a minimum usage requirement that you should be aware of before switching.  In any month where your total usage is under 333 minutes you will be charged a $2 low usage fee.  Your phone bill will probably still be less than it is now.  You can reach Unitel at 1-800-499-5912.
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
