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After 30 years of service, Lloyd Corney retired from the Canadian Air Force.  He had three children; Marilyn 17, Sharon 15, and Vicki 12.  In 1981 Marilyn died of leukemia, and her mother became dependent on therapists.

In 1990 Sharon went to see a therapist who believed in recovered memories.  She then got her sister, Vicki, into it and, together, the girls brought their mother to a session.

 The provincial government of British Columbia paid for this therapy through the Criminal Injury Compensation Program (CICP); $5,000 to Sharon, plus  "victim-compensation" to Vicki and Lloyd’s now ex-wife.  He had lost his family, his home and his pension.

 In 1999 the Vancouver Sun – the largest BC newspaper - wrote a full-page story on Lloyd and the CICP.  Even though this article pointed out all the inconsistencies and nonsense of RMT, and of this particular case, no one did anything about it. The government of British Columbia still finances this quackery through the CICP. When he asked why, he was told that they had three Ph.D. psychologists as advisers, but they have steadfastly refused to name any of them. When Lloyd pointed out that some of the "memories" were deemed impossible by science and memory experts, the President and CEO of the government funded CICP told him, "there is no requirement that a therapist’s report be supported by "memory experts".

Lloyd says that he is committed to fighting RMT until either the government reimburses him for what they caused him to lose, or until he dies. He has constantly written of this injustice to government ministries, the Premier, the Attorney General, and the Solicitor General. Replies to date are disingenuous, bureaucratic inaction. Lloyd says that the influential people who originally bought into RMT are still in power and would rather not admit to the harm they supported.  Where government is the sponsor, falsified records and fraud were apparently not an issue.

Lloyd is now into his 12th year of letter writing, court actions and Freedom of Information requests. As a result, he has obtained a copy of the "therapists" clinical notes, the files of the government funded CICP, police reports, and several other documents.

With this information, he compared, analyzed, and constructed a "Time-Line."  What he saw was shocking.  When his daughters had submitted to the ideology of their recovered memory therapist, they activated a complex of individuals and agencies which would cause the destruction of their family and a lifetime of mental impairment for themselves.

He spreads the word of false memories by writing to politicians and people in power, and by leaving behind a single copy of his story whenever he leaves a bus, a subway, a ferry, or any professional office.  He places a footnote containing a short version of his story in small type at the bottom of every letter he sends out, and even one on the bottom of his income tax form.

Lloyd has since remarried, and is certain of one thing; he will never give up, he will never stop fighting, and someday he will win.  I count him as one of the real heroes of this war.  His complete story is available at http://members.fortunecity.com/rmtllcorney/

They are interested in hearing evaluations of Bruce’s ability to function successfully and not commit crimes.  Most of you are aware, Bruce continues to have a clean (“0” disciplinaries) record while incarcerated, a mountain of educational achievements, and holding down a full time job for the state.  Those of you who knew Bruce prior to this travesty of justice are aware he was an average American Citizen, a loving father, grandfather, and husband.  He  spent 3 years in the US Army as a young man, then went on to gain employment with Southwestern Bell for a length of 17 years, after which he we went into business for ourselves.  Bruce was active in community activities, the Masons and had NO prior criminal history.

Letters from responsible citizens who favor his release hopefully will encourage the Parole Board to consider his request. I am saddened to say,  we have been told that many of the Parole Members believe ALL convicted Sex Offenders should not be considered until they serve 85% of their time.  Also the offender must agree to participate in TDC’s  “Sex Offenders Treatment Program” admitting guilt, which is NOT an option in our opinion.   We hope and pray that your letters of support might counter any negative letters from the alleged victims or `prosecutors in the case.
