Faster, Cheaper Mail
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Shopping at Sam’s Club the other day, I spotted a little gadget that looked like something with real potential; It’s called “MailStation” and is made specially for sending and receiving email.  On closer examination, it appeared to be well-built and easy to operate.  The keyboard was comfortable and the screen, although small, seemed readable enough.  It is very light weight, and can operate from household current or batteries.  When told that the price for the basic model, after rebate, was $39 and change, I wished that I needed one.

It has one connection for a regular telephone line and another for a printer, which is not necessary, but you can get one for about $100.  I am told that the MailStation can handle email attachments also.

You would need for an Internet service provider, of course, but some can be found for as little as $10 per month.  And today, one can easily spend that on postage.  You would also need an email service, but Juno, Hotmail, and Netscape all offer free email service.

For you pen-and-paper types, the advantages of email over postage are; almost instantaneous delivery, the writing is faster than with a pen, it’s always readable, you don’t have to go out in the rain to the mailbox to get it, answers can be immediate, it doesn’t waste paper, you can send the same letter to many people at once, you can get your email from anywhere on earth without changing your address, and once you’ve paid the monthly Internet provider fee, postage is free.
