Dear Dave,

Thanks so much for sending that money when it was really needed! Carol has been struggling lately with the downturn in the economy.  The magazines and newspaper are not essential items but they are deeply appreciated by me and all the guys I pass them on to.

It seems the madness of this place just increases to the point that it becomes unbearable sometimes.
Their new kick is a brand
new policy that requires us to store everything we own in a two cubic foot area… even though the lockers they provide are bigger and on some of the newer units even three times that size.  We are allowed to spend $75 every two weeks at commissary but if you spend more than half that you will be subject to disciplinary action for being out of compliance with their crazy new rule.

We live in fear while we go to work that the little hit squads of the most overbearing guards on the farm will come to our house and find something we forgot and write a case.  These cases go on your record and are used by the parole folks as an excuse not to give parole.  These folks have an infinite capacity for meanness.

As for the parole board... we are waiting for an answer.  It will probably take a couple of months... keep praying.  The court in Houston is waiting on us right now.  Our attorney is working on our answer to the state's attack on our writ.  That will probably take a couple of months as well.  He is up to his neck in appeals for many others.

Enough whining! My islands of sanity are work, craft shop, visits and letters from friends.  Those still keep me somewhat sane.  Thank God for all of those.  My prayers are with you and your family for the best of health and some joy in your lives.
