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In all the time that we have had our website up and have been distributing brochures concerning false memories, this is the first response that I have received from “the other side.”  It is an email.

I was reaped when I was 7.  My family is supportive of me, and the case I now have in court against the monster who did that to me. You are making a blanket statement that includes all survivours.  "The courage to heal" was a fantastic book, don't you dare put it down. It is a PROVEN fact that adults do molest and rape children, some evean admit it.   Others are caught with pictures, videos, or oher paraphanalia. How can you say that someone is making it up when there is proof that it happened? 

The book mentioned above does not encourage severing family ties.  It only states that one should do what makes one feel whole, and safe. Me and my mother were not talking for 2 years, and now we are closer than we have ever been because of that.

The "signs" you state in your warning that your child may be amking up things include signs of being abused for real.  I believe that someone can have some falce memories. Why would someone make something up that hurts them SO much?  We do not enjoy the memories of hands sefiling us. we do not find joy in the pain of torn flesh. We do not giggle when a man shoves his penis down our throat so hard it makes us vomit and choke.  We do not have fun wiping the fluid and blood off of us in humiliation, listening to the threats we are told will happen if we tell.  There is no reason for us to make this much pain up.  It is a pain that makes your soul shrivel away. 

You cannot silence our voices, we have lived through way too much for a small ignorant person like yourself to bother us.  I hope you rot in hell, just the same.

My response follows:

Dear Michelle,

I am truly sorry for any abuse you may have suffered.  Yes, child abuse does happen, it is terrible, there is no excuse for it, and offenders should be punished.

Your wish that I rot in hell may be coming true.  I am 73 years old, so there is no doubt that the rot has already begun to set in.  I feel like I’m in hell because I can no longer see my precious red-haired daughter whom I love so much.  Thirteen years ago she cut off all contact with her mother and me.  She was in her mid twenties at the time and had always been the life of the party when she and our other children were at home for Thanksgiving or Christmas.  Her laughter filled our house with happiness.

Why she left, we do not know.  She never said, and she will not answer any attempt we make at communication.  Neither her mother nor I have ever touched her in any inappropriate way.  I do know that she saw a therapist, and that she read “The Courage to Heal.”

 Laura Davis, co-author of that book has written another called “I Thought We’d Never Speak Again.”  Outside of the Bible, this book is the most effective for healing hearts that I have read.

I wish that I could ease your anger and your pain.  If you can think of any way in which I can help, please write again.
