Let’s Stop This Nonsense

Much effort has gone into the sharing of information about FMS among and between parents who have lost adult children to the abomination of Recovered Memory Therapy.  I believe that more should be done to warn potential clients away from the practitioners of that black art.  Such a warning might save the lives of some young women, and it might help some families avoid the devastating loss of their adult children.  It might also put a dent in the incomes of those so-called “therapists” who are responsible for this madness.  Well, we may have a way.  Here is a two-pronged attack designed to do just that.

The  first prong is the poster attached or enclosed with this IMPACT.  It is designed to grab the attention of young women, pique their concern, and motivate them to seek more information.  Cuts between the blue website addresses along the bottom will allow girls to tear a strip off and take it to their computer where they can log on and view a new addition to our website, the second prong of our attack.

As you know, we have our angryparents.net website which is oriented toward parents who have lost, or could lose, adult children to False Memory Syndrome.

This new addition, angryparents.net/psycho-abuse is designed to reveal the danger of Recovered Memory Therapy to young women.  

It describes that danger in detail.  It lists the warnings of the American Psychological Association and the British Royal College of Psychiatrists, and explains how to tell whether a therapist might trap her with “recovered memories.”  The first screen looks like this:

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But what if she never sees it?  
Dear Friends:

Except for placing copies of  the accompanying poster around the campus of the University of Illinois, I have done all I can to launch this particular attack.  The rest is up to you.

It won’t make much difference how wonderful our new website addition might be, or how effective.  Unless young women see it, we won’t save even one.  Until some read it and recognize the threat that Recovered Memory Therapy poses to them and their families, we will not have IMPACTED a single therp*.  The most marvelous website on earth is useless if people don’t know it’s there. And they can’t know unless we tell them.  This is where you come in.

You must lead the attack in your theater of operations.  Take the sample poster that I have provided you and make many copies.  Make them in color because they are far more effective that way.  Sure, color is more expensive, but what else are you contributing to the war?  Cut between the blue Internet addresses along the bottom of each poster so that readers can easily tear one off and take it to their computer.  With thumb tacks, staples, Scotch tape, or railroad spikes, put these posters up on bulletin boards in college buildings, dormitories, libraries and grocery stores, anywhere that potential therapy-victims might see them.

If you don’t think the therps are conducting a war against us, you have already lost, and I truly hope you are not a loser.

This fight demands the participation of every retractor, FMS parent, and good therapist.  Don’t wait for George to do it.  He is already doing it, and so is his wife and some of his kids.  Unless you are already spreading the word to a lot of people who don’t know about FMS, this effort deserves a higher priority.  How wonderful it would be if someone had warned your daughter.  You can save another family.  You can keep some Recovered Memory Therapist from getting a new client.

God helps those who help themselves, so help yourself, and help other parents who don’t even know that they might be in trouble.  The harvest is great, but the workers are few.  Who will do this work in your area if you don’t?

Put IMPACT down, pick up the sample poster, make 50 copies in color, begin posting them now.  Someone will be very glad you did.  And someone will just hate it.  Doesn’t it feel good to be able to stop the rape of women’s minds?
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The American Psychological Association advises extreme caution when dealing with
memories because memory can be highly fallible.

The April 1998 issue of the British Jowrnal of Psychiatry reports that:
v There is no evidence that memories can be ‘blocked out’ by the mind.
v There is no evidence that any checklists, syndromes, symptoms or signs accurately
indicate that a person has been abused.

Hypnosis is unreliable as a means of recovering memories of past events.

There is no evidence for the usefulness of age regression therapy.

Dream interpretations only reflect the training and personal convictions of the
therapist.

Memory enhancement techniques do not improve memory. The evidence
suggests that all the techniques outlined above can create entirely new and false
memories, not only experimentally but also in clinical practice.
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Many therapists are fine, but many use very dangerous practices and you could get much
wo

How can you know?

You can not tell from the therapist’s appearance, diplomas, or office, whether they are the
wrong kind or not. Pay attention to what they do and say. If your therapist says any of
these things, leave and never o back!

“You Don’t agree? You're in denial. Blocking out painful memories is

Do not let a therapist, including psychiatrists, use drugs,
liypnotism, or age regression to diagnose your problem
or to find “repressed memories.”

Beware of survivor’s groups, particularly if they all have memories of sexual abuse and
pressure you to find your “memories” of being abused.

Any advice to separate from your family major red alert!
Separate from your therapist instead!
Your family is most likely the greatest source of support
that you will ever have.
