 Quo Vadis PACT?

 (Latin: “Whither goest Thou?”)  Last month our webmaster asked where I thought we were going with PACT.  Here is what I think:

majority of parents are not praying.

Nonetheless, I think that we must inform God and everybody of the mental mayhem caused by an insulated and uncaring hallucinogenic industry.  Otherwise, we may fail to save a life here and there, as we ourselves slip further into the gloom and despair of inaction.

We must work to tell everybody.  We must work 

to find ways to plant doubt in the minds of our accusing daughters concerning what they have been led to believe. And we must work against those who continue to destroy the lives of our children.  In short, we must wake our daughters, tell the world, and disrupt the practice of hallucinogenic therapists.  To these ends, PACT will help, but only you can do it.
