Responding!

What would you want to do to someone who had kept your daughter away from you for eight years?  Wouldn’t it be nice if you could cut into their income?  There is a way.

People who patronize recovered memory therapists have no idea that they are walking into a potentially life threatening situation.  If they did know, as retractors have experienced, they would never go in.  The therapist would not get their business.  If the therapist is charging $75 an hour and having his client come in twice a week, that’s $7,800 per year.  If this potential client had seen him for only three years, that’s $23,400.  If that client (sucker) had recommended just one other client to him, he would have realized $46,800 from the two of them.

From this, you can see that persuading only one potential client to visit a good therapist instead would cost the recovered memory therapist dearly.  I cannot think of another thing that we could do to RM therapists that would be as effective and still be legal.

Are you afraid to picket?  Do you think picketing isn’t nice?  Well, effective picketing is really not about anger or confrontation, although we certainly have those feelings.  We are talking about informational picketing, spreading a little bit of truth where it‘s needed.

You don’t need to chant or yell through a bull horn.  You don’t even have to carry a sign.  The people walking into the therp’s office are your target audience and they are very easy to reach.
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Recovered memory therapists keep trying to dig up things that never were.

Dear Friends,

Here are some ideas that will make picketing easy for you, effective against the therapist and useful for the public:  First, get someone to join you in this endeavor.  Picketing with a spouse or friend is not only more pleasant than doing it alone, it is more effective.  Two people saying the same thing are always more convincing than one lone individual, but if you have to go alone, then do it.

A day or two before you go out, call your local TV station and tell them that you will be picketing, where, and why.  For the station, it’s a good human interest story.  For you, it multiplies the effect on the therapist and on his potential clients many times over.

 Essentially, the law requires only that you stay on public property (sidewalks) and don’t block traffic or interfere with people trying to go in or out.  If police arrive in response to a call from the therp (therapist/perpetrator), just tell them what you’re doing.  In the two cases that I know of, the police wound up either neutral or taking the side of the picketers.  Don’t argue with police and do what they say, even if you think they are wrong.  You can check on that later with your attorney.

Don’t worry about being sued for slander as long as the things you are saying are true.  Remember also that the therapist is most interested in avoiding publicity and does not want to talk about what he is doing to his clients.  He calls it “confidentiality.”  We call it concealment.

We’re only saying that RM therapy is an unproven, unsanctioned and damaging practice.  If you have copies of a letter from someone that this therapist has hurt, and permission to use it, that would be the very most effective thing  you could do.  Imagine, that letter plus a brochure quoting the professional medical and counseling societies speaking out against the kind of therapy practiced by your target therp!

You might want to write down and rehearse the things you intend to say.  I once heard a good speaker say “If you want to burn the fuzz off your thinking, write it down.”

Smile and look at the people you talk to.  If you don’t look at them, they will think you don’t believe what you are saying.  If you don’t smile, they will think you are mad at them.

If his client shouts at you “(S)he saved my life!”, you might respond with “No, (s)he’s separating you from your money and your family.  Here, read what the American Medical Association has to say about this kind of therapy.”

Instead of just telling everyone that this therp is bad, write the name and phone number of a good therapist on the brochures you’re handing out.

If you think your accusing daughter will get angrier at you for picketing her therapist, then trade therps with another parent willing to picket.
