The Illinois-Wisconsin FMS Society met in Glenview, Illinois, last October 4 with about 42 in attendance.  The featured speaker was psychiatrist Dr. Carol North of Washington University School of Medicine in St. Louis, MO, who spoke on “The Courage to Heal For Real.”

While there, we were treated to a fascinating documentary film “Hungry for Monsters, a Tale from a New Age Witch Hunt,” the true story of a suburban family nearly destroyed by false accusations of sexual abuse.  The film, first shown in San Francisco in April, was produced and directed by veteran Oakland film maker George Csicsery, who has directed 19 films.  He told us that video copies may be available in about a year.

Don't let her make any more money from this!!”  I so intensely and resentfully dislike the harm this woman did with The Courage To Heal that I want her put out of business as a writer.

When I went back to Barnes & Noble with the intention of putting this insert in these books, however, they were gone. I don't know if this was good news or bad as I don't know whether they were bought or removed from the shelves. I have not seen them on the shelves since & I go there all the time. The next time I go to Philadelphia I am going to check both the Barnes & Noble and Borders stores in Center City & will put the insert in The Courage. Should I put the other insert, my note, into - I thought we'd etc?  I value your opinion. You do a great job with Impact. Keep on doing It! Thanks much. Susan

One of our active members in Australia says that her group raised $1300 so that she could attend a conference of Recovered Memory Therapists there as a delegate.

She writes: “After a lot of debate, the brochure idea seemed the best for us in these circumstances. It did bring a lot of attention in the Conference, which I can report and no one was in trouble with the police or the Hotel although they were moved away from the foot of the escalators. Those doing the handouts didn't find it easy and one (delegate) threw the brochure back saying "I'd rather trust the experts than abusers like you." There were a few other incidents like that.

Hope the fight is going well over your way.”

This kind of courage and determination on the part of FMS parents is truly impressive.  In regard to her so far unsuccessful efforts to reunite with her accusing daughter, she writes: “One thing I have read recently has helped though – Illusion does not listen to reason.”

Another active member, Janet in Indiana, says:  “Don't be afraid to speak out. You have to tell your story to other people to enlighten them as to what's going on.  People can get a feeling for whether you're telling the truth. They do when you're telling your story and they understand that you couldn't be the kind of person that has done something like that.  Many people check back with you to see how you're doing mentally.  It makes a big difference.  The main thing is to have enough strength and courage to speak out against what is going on.”

Janet has told her story to their family doctor, counselors, detectives, the police, other friends and family members and even strangers.   She mails pamphlets to the offices of doctors, dentists and therapists, and puts up posters around a local college campus.

Let us be thankful for members like these and let us follow their example by telling our story at every opportunity and by distributing literature literally all over our communities.  Please call me for information on obtaining the necessary materials.
