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on't feel bad if you agreed with your daughter that it might be a good idea for her to see someone about her depression or whatever else was bothering her. Don't you have a right to assume that people who get paid for helping others solve their problems really can and do? You can't be blamed for that. Some say that if you assume something it "makes an ass of u and me." Well, that's cute but it isn't so. You have every right to assume that professionals perform as advertised.
But have you been too tired to respond to that self-righteous therapist who stole your daughter's mind just to get her money?

Have you wasted time feeling sorry for yourself? Certainly the pain of having your precious daughter's mind poisoned against you is almost too much to bear, but what are you going to do about it? Will you let it paralyze you? That's just what your daughter's therapist wants. She wants no interference from you.

Have you kept secret what was done to your family in the name of "Therapy?" If you had cheated someone else, do you think they would keep quiet about it? And what if you told their kids that their parents deserved to be cheated? The story of the evil that was done to us should be broadcast as widely as possible Could your daughter's therapist destroy another family because no one told them that this sort of thing happens?

Have you told only a few people how her counselor raped your daughter's mind? How your beautiful girt went to a "professional" seeking help and how, instead of being helped, she was separated from her family, from the greatest source of support that she had or ever will have? So some smug pseudo-therapist stole your daughter. Have you told the police? Every cop in town should know what was done to your family and who did it. I sat down with three chiefs of police and the sheriff in their offices, explained what happened to our family, who did it and gave them each a videotape illustrating exactly how false memories are implanted into our daughter's minds. I will send you the same tape for free if you call me.

Have you prayed about it but stopped there? God helps the fly out of the bottle, but only if the fly flies. He can't say "You take over, God. I'm tired. I just want to sit here."

Think you don't know what to do about it? Hasn't the FMS Foundation been suggesting things that we all can do to stop this madness? Have we read the FMS Newsletter, said to ourselves "that's a great idea," put the newsletter down and gone right back to what we were doing when the mail came? Have we had the presence of mind to give the FMS Newsletter to someone else and ask him or her to pass it on after they have read it? Have I not offered to send you a free booklet suggesting things you can do to help yourself and the rest of us? That offer is still open.

Have you committed pennies, paying more for cable TV than you invest to help stop this nonsense? Is that all your daughter's worth?

Getting mad? Good! You do have some spirit. You've probably had too many people telling you there's nothing you can do. Well, they don't know you. You have more strength, more ability and more determination than they know about. Bring those good traits with you and come join the fight.

Dear Friend,

Are you angry? Good. If you're comfortable and satisfied, you won't do anything. But direct your anger where it belongs. Don't turn it inward. You didn't cause this problem. You could not have prevented it because you didn't even know anything was going on with your daughter and her therapist until it was too late. And there was nothing legal you could have done if you had known. Well, let's change that!

I'm working on a new law for Illinois that will give parents the right to sue for damages (that means money) if their daughter goes into therapy and they don't see her again. My attorney and the psychological counselors 1 have shared my ideas with say that they think I'm on the right track, but getting it passed is not going to be any cakewalk.

I don't expect the "recovered memory therapists" will like this idea at all. Whether they are psychiatrists, psychologists, social workers, or just operate out of their garage, they will fight it in the state legislature. When that happens, I'm going to need for you to get your state legislators' commitment to support our bill. Other families have found additional ways to help:
