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Meeting Expectations

Well... The Illinois FMS Society's fall meeting in Chicago on October 3rd was at least as good as advertised. The DoubleTree Hotel setting was more than comfortable, the hosts more than hospitable and the organization excellent. I would estimate that, including speakers, members and guests, there were at least seventy people in the meeting room.

The keynote speaker, Dr. August Piper, a member of the FMS Foundation Professional Advisory Board, tells parents to main​tain contact with their estranged children, including regular letters but not to send FMS literature. It is impossible to reason someone out of something they didn't reason themselves into in the first place. Further, we do not have to confront the delusion. It is constantly cont'ronted by reality. He says "It's a closed system, but it's not sustainable." That's good news if we live long enough.

Dr. Piper says a crack in the relationship between your daughter and her therapist occurs when your daughter realizes that her therapist is not perfect. The process of retraction is slow, cannot, and should not, be hurried. The majority of retractors do their own thinking and then return, and this is much better for them.

Dr. Piper says that our estranged children are confused and troubled trying to reconcile conflicting images of their parents and their childhood. He encourages us to show wannth, love, hope, pride and joy toward them. "Show them what to believe about you and the family." They should also hear t'rom their siblings in a non-cont'rontational style. Just talk about the good times.

He also stated that hypnotically induced memories are almost impossible to eradicate. Memories induced through the use of sodium amytol are also, and that group therapy or a boring speaker can induce a hypnotic state. I must tell you that I remained wide awake as he was quite interesting. He advised us that all is not lost. The tide is turning. (May we live so long.) A one on one conference following lunch showed him to be an unusually friendly and candid professional.

Dr. Gary Almy, psychiatrist at Hines Veterans Hospital and a staunch t'riend of FMS parents, advises estranged children "If it was professionals that got you into this mess, why would you go to one to get out?" When he bluntly referred to recovered memory therapists as "liars" I could not have been happier. It's really a good feeling to have a positive professional in your comer who says it like it is.

A newcomer, Dr. Larry K          , clinical psychologist with the Phoenix Clinic has a sibling who has accused their parents and so is in a rather unique position of understanding. He presented several ideas oriented toward reuniting families and should be a very useful member of our FMS family.
